You will be presented with a list of the curriculum to download. Just click on one of the lessons; for this example we’re 

going to download “The Life of Christ.”  

 

 

I am using Google Chrome as my web browser. You may be using Firefox or Internet Explorer. Depending on your 

browser you should see the “Life of Christ” zip file download notification somewhere on your screen; for Google Chrome 

it is in the bottom left corner.

All School of the Bible curriculum is stored in a compressed Zip file; you will need to use a program to unzip the file. 

Later versions of Windows usually come with a program to unzip files. If you do not have a program, you can go to 

www.7-zip.org to download this free tool to use. Below you will see a screenshot of the 7zip website and two links to 

choose from to download the program. 32-bit users choose the .exe (first link), 64-bit users choose the .msi (second 

link). Since 7zip will ultimately update- the screenshot below may be different from what you see.

Navigate to the “Life of Christ.zip” file. While hovering over the file, right click and you will see the following pop open. 

You should see the 7-Zip option now which I have selected in the screenshot below. Hover over 7-Zip to make the next 

section pop open and then choose “Extract files…”

7-Zip will then extract the files to your desired location in an unzipped folder like you see below. Just double click the
